The AP German course is intended to be roughlyadgmt both in content and in difficulty
to an advanced-level college German language codiise examination presupposes
extensive language development and balanced ski#ldpment. Emphasis is placed on
vocabulary development, the comprehension of spakenwritten language, the accurate
expression of ideas in speaking and writing ancctirginued development of cultural
awarenessThe Advanced Placement German Language Examinigtioot based on
specific content but instead attempts to evaluatel$ of performance in the use of the
language, both in understanding written and spé&e@man and in writing and speaking
with ease in correct and idiomatic language. ThengRration consists of two sections.
Section I, a multiple-choice section, tests listgrand reading comprehension. Section Il, a
free-response section, tests the productive skilkpeaking and writing. The portion of the
examination devoted to each skill contributes talthe final AP grade as follows:

Listening and Reading 50%, percent, Writing (clexercise and essay) and Speaking 50 %.

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:

The AP German course is designed to be roughlyatant both in content and in academic
rigor to an advanced-level college German languagese. All instructional materials,
assignments, and assessments are appropriate tewél and are in line with the ACTFL
National Foreign Language Standards. This AP coassames extensive language development
and balanced and integrated skill development. Esighs placed on vocabulary development,
the comprehension of spoken and written langudgeactcurate expression of ideas in speaking
and writing and the continued development of caltawareness. The class is conducted in
German and students and the teacher use Germassieety as well (with the use of English
only to clarify meaning with advanced grammatica@epts). Instructional materials include a
variety of authentic audio and video sources, amitexts such as newspaper and magazine
articles, literary texts and other non-technicatings, and varied writing prompts to develop
students’ listening, reading and writing abilitieBhe course provides students with regular
opportunities to develop their speaking skills waaiety of settings, types of discourse, and
topics. The AP German course provides frequenbrppities for students to integrate the four
language skills.

Students are required to complete extensive wadk fiy the start of the course as well as

outside of the class during the course. Studestseguired to complete a packet of pre-course
work during the summer prior to the first day adss. This pre-course work includes work in all
of the skill areas including vocabulary acquisitigrurnal and essay writing, readings from
internet sources, grammatical structure review wiistening practice as well as directed
response and picture description tape recordigggdents are encouraged to expose themselves
as much as possible to authentic language inclutimgise of websites, magazines and
television and radio broadcasts as well as podcasts

Upon completion of the course, students are exgdoteake the AP exam and may earn college
credit and or advanced placement based on theake.s8tudents who enroll in AP German are
expected to have a minimum grade of B- in previ@asman courses. Students can expect
between five to ten hours of homework, study, amdide practice per week. Serious work ethic
and the employment of study skills necessary ffacéfe language learning are major keys to
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success. It is critical that each student is pregbaiaily, commits to actively speaking German
inside and outside the classroom, takes riskdearaer, employs circumlocution skills, and
accepts and utilizes constructive criticism to ioy@ performance. Students must demonstrate
an awareness of and sensitivity for the similasified differences in cultural and linguistic
patterns. They should be able to utilize technolaga resource tool, a reinforcement
/enrichment tool, and for production of oral andtten work. Students must be able to work
independently, as a critical partner providing fative feedback and perform as a contributing
member of a cooperative learning group.

In AP German, the objective is to develop and eethre skills that have been acquired in the
four previous levels. Emphasis is placed on volzapuevelopment, the comprehension of
spoken and written language, the accurate express$ioleas in speaking, writing and cultural
awareness. Functional language proficiency ietisty, speaking, reading and writing on an
intermediate college level is the course goal.

Listening:

All communication in the AP German language coissonducted in German, and
students’ class participation grades reflect angtr@quirement that they use only German in
the classroom. Students sign a contract and adkedron their use of German in the
classroom. As a result, at the most basic leatkriing is practiced daily when the teacher is
speaking and when other students are speakingstlidents also hear the communication
between the German teachers in the building. Ocoaly, guest speakers and GAPP
exchange students and teachers provide an autlistdgiting sources (live/in person and via
teacher made video and audio tapes and most reet@inpts at teleconferencing).

Students are exposed on a daily basis to othersfofmecorded material. Audio and video
clips from accompanying textbooks (Kaleideoskop Alerlei zum Besprechen) and
resources (Teleskop: Landeskunde im ZDF videosidoha Welle, selections from Komm
mit 11l video and audio resources, AP exam and LdWdational German exam tapes, and
teacher made tapes of reading passages from stieiss magazines, and other German
textbooks, and of course current music promotegestiinterest) provide an excellent range
of experience for students and provide a springbaoat only for listening abut also for
speaking, and writing activities or to complimemeading activity. No skill is ever
practiced in isolation. Additionally, podcasts greving to be excellent resources as
authentic input, especially for video and conterappmusic. During each of the four
marking periods excerpts from German films are shand include: Lola rennt, Good bye
Lenin, Die Weisse Rose, and Bella Marta to prontistening comprehension. After
viewing the film clip, we discuss and describe ¢wents or characters orally or students
write a summary or predict what will occur. Studemtay borrow the film for a film fete at
someone’s house or view the remainder of the fiter &chool. Additionally, other videos
are available for students to borrow or view du@ngfudy hall including a complete season
of The Simpsons, Shreck, Cheaper by the DozerDowlittle, etc.
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The text Allerlei zum Besprechen was specificaliested because each text is accompanied
by a student tape. The homework assignment fot*threeekend in every month durind 1
semester and thé'and & weekends during second semester (9 times perebefsre

May) is to listen to a taped segment and answeipcenension questions regarding the
listening input. Students play the tape once aednd answers to global questions such as:
who, what, when why, etc. After a second listeriimgy answer true/false, sequence
guestions or multiple choice item sets. After adhistening, they complete a cloze exercise
to focus on new and relevant vocabulary. Whenesttedreturn to class, they quickly check
their answers via an answer key and a red percao ¢juickly assess problem areas (this
saves valuable time) and we discuss their speaifars, questions or misunderstandings. A
speaking activity then follows, as students eiffrevide a Zusammenfassung with a partner,
or perform a role play to practice using the neadyguired vocabulary and prove
comprehension. Students also read the text witingx@ and then are stopped and need to
replay the scene without using their books.

Reading:

Reading is a daily activity and nightly homeworkiaty with authentic texts and excerpts
coming from textbooks (Kaleidoskop and Allerlei zB®sprechen) and a variety of other
sources including but not limited to previous ARues, newspapers, magazines, the
National German Exam, and the Internet. Pre-APingestrategies support the activation of
prior knowledge, cognate/false cognate recognitwonfext clues, word families, prefix and
suffix building, recognition of tone, and the idéication of signal words (description,
sequence, comparison, cause and effect), main,igiepgorting details, audience and
objective. Reading is always accompanied by @¥elip speaking activity in the form of a
summary, retelling, alternative story endings, eold plays, as well as a writing activity in
the form of comprehension questions, a summargawstion to the text. No skill is ever
practiced in isolation. Focused attention is gaidlioms in reading and students keep a
section in their vocabulary notebook of idioms amtered during reading.

When choosing reading selections for the courbalance among literary works (short
stories, poetry, diary entries, fictional, etc.flaron-fictional / cultural and current event and
interest texts are used. Rather than read an errel, selected readings similar to those
included on the AP test are incorporated. Studee¢sl to be exposed to a variety of themes
to expand their vocabulary and be able to discussnasic, science and current events in
addition to responding to and analyzing a varidtjterary genres. To focus on poetry,
Konkrete Poesie (Anspiel) is used and studentdectbair own concrete poetry.
Additionally, students read poems as a class asdchall group literature circles from the
anthologylintroduction to German Poetry edited by Mathieu and Stern and choose one to
recite and interpret as an assessment.

Speaking:

The class is conducted in German with the excemtf@ome advanced grammatical
explanations in English (subjunctive, passive vpi&tudents are expected to speak German
during the class and are evaluated on their witless to use German in their oral
participation grade. Students are accustomed twkagsessed on their speaking ability, as
they have participated in performance-based assggsmia oral proficiency interviews, role
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plays, skits, videos and individual and group pnéstgons in all levels of language study
prior to AP.

A variety of class activities are used to promgieaking. Due to the average enrollment in
class of 8 to 12 students, students have amplertyppites to speak. Every class begins with
a speaking activity tied to reading or listeningut the theme of the unit and the readings or
their own personal life. Sample activities includescussion of current events, movies,
culture, individual reports on a current eventchet(required of each student once per
marking period), group discussion of current eatitle read as homework, partner
situational role-plays, 20 questions, debates @otfre persuasive language and supporting
opinions (related to readings or current eventd)diacussion of listening piece — for
example a news video from Deutsche Welle or a copteary song in German. A video

clip in German or an English video clip from a plgsarv show (without the sound) is used
to spark conversation and narration, a skill neddethe speaking portion of the AP test.
Students must speak for two minutes on what thag,reaw or heard. Literature circles and
group discussion are used to assess comprehemglanalysis of readings.

Because we do not have a “language lab”, we hakehpsed six tape recorders for the
language department’s small computer lab / workrodn addition to practicing alone, with
partners, with me and as a whole class, studeotsd¢heir picture series descriptions on
tapes at least once per month and are assessegdhusi® point AP rubric. Students are given
my feedback: specific commendations and goalsni@rovement. During the two months
prior to the AP exam, students complete more pecti@scriptions in class and on tape.
Linked to my AP class website are samples of studEmponses from the AP Central site for
the past four years. As homework, students listehewvaluate the speech samples according
to the rubric.

Students in levels 3 and 4 German are introducelif¢éoted response interviews and picture
series descriptions as Pre-AP initiatives. BegignmAP German, students practice both of
these formats more frequently and are assessedresa&ing period. Oral presentations,
skits and role plays are used after reading aerlisy activities to assess student
understanding of the content and actively use toabulary and structures from the input.
Students gain confidence in their speaking by nglko themselves in German to practice,
working with a partner for feedback, working in dhggoups and taping their responses.

In addition to picture descriptions from releasd®l @erman exams, | have collected picture
series from the released French and Spanish A® t€stmic strips without captions,
pictures from magazines and newspap@iRicture is Worth 1000 Words, Picture

Composition: French (as no German version exists), Points of Departure and Comics and
Conversation are used as prompts to promote speaking. Duriadjrt quarter, students are
given a picture and asked to talk about it in Germvahout the use of a dictionary for one
minute. This activity encourages students to diescmvent and create in the language.

Writing:
Students are given frequent opportunities to wnit€erman, both during and outside of
class. Students regularly answer questions andiecseanmaries outside of class to show
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comprehension/respond to a variety of fictional and-fictional readings from the texts and
internet sources. Short essays and journal proprptaote student use of specific
grammatical structures, topical vocabulary andndiontroduced and reinforced during the
course. Students are expected to show growth imgtby incorporating newly learned
vocabulary and grammatical concepts studied.

| have collected essay prompts from released Absyand have created my own essay
prompts which are aligned with the types of writprgmpts on the exam. Essays are
assigned and students are evaluated using then®AWirubric for their writing. Some AP
essay assignments administered early in the caneseompleted at home and students are
permitted to use a dictionary as a resource. &tadee given opportunities to revise and
resubmit their writing to improve their productduring the second semester, students write
timed compositions during class and outside ofsclaishout the use of resources to simulate
testing conditions on the AP exam. Specific foimeateedback is given for each writing
assignment and students identify focus areas fprawement in their writing portfolio.
Students write a minimum of two 200 word “AP proingdmpositions per month and at
least four summaries or journal entries per mo&thdents also routinely correspond with
pen pals/e-pals established via our GAPP partiieyad@nd via Letternet. Students write in
a variety of genres and styles throughout the yeatevel 4 German, students produced a
fairy tale. In AP students write essays and resgorndurnal prompts via a variety of types

of writing (persuasive, narrative and informatignabtudents also compose letters to
characters in stories, a letter of applicationaf¢gob in German and resume in German, after
having searched for a job according to their irdeom the internet. The class prepares for
the interview by formulating a list in German ofhemon questions asked during an
interview. Students practice in pairs and alomeafgob interview” with me.

To prepare for the cloze section of the AP Gerneah t have collected numerous samples
from released AP exams. Each unit in the fébdrel zum Besprechen offers cloze exercises
(with a word bank for support), which focuses ocataulary and grammatical structures.

Use of cloze exercises promotes student analysisagling and structure and | include one
cloze exercise for students per week. After cotmgehe cloze texts, we analyze the

writing to use as a model to improve student wgifiaying particular attention to compound
and multi-clause sentences, varied word order diodhiatic expressions, with new idioms

and vocabulary added to the students’ vocabulammok. In addition, | have adapted
articles from online newspapers and short narrativaise as cloze exercises during the year.

Structural Accuracy (Grammatical Competency):

Understanding the structure and grammar of Gelimaritical to negotiate and effectively
communicate in German. Instruction in German gramamd structure focuses on students
understanding and using the language for effectivemunication. Although most grammar
topics are introduced in the previous levels ofr@at, attention is paid to increasing
accuracy of their language skills by reviewing agdeaching to avoid common errors in
their oral and written communication, i.e. to petféheir German skills. Specific emphasis is
placed on student use of the appropriate tense,aras mood to create compound, complex
sentences to communicate a message. During readdhfistening activities special attention
is paid to the author’s or speaker’s use of granualkstructures as a model for student
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production, thereby integrating the skills. Addadly, it is usually necessary to focus on
refining student use and understanding of the ¥ahg:
» Active voice in the 6 tenses
» Case review and increased use of adjectives (bafmres) to add depth and
specificity
* Increased use of conjunctions to create complexantpound sentence structures
* Relative clauses
* Double infinitive constructions and infinitive clees
* Indicative and Subjunctive Il verb forms
» Passive Voice in the 6 tenses and with modals
* Indirect discourse — Subjunctive |
* Verbs/adjectives and associated prepositions
* And as needed, the refinement of accuracy of lebstreictures throughout the course
(as needed by individuals or the class via teachservation)

Instruction in grammar is always contextualized anticonfined to “drill and kill” exercises.
Students produce oral and written communicationgithe learned structures. Specific
examples include: practicing relative clauses wittiure descriptions, using subjunctive in
essay writing similar to previous AP essay pronfffitswere a pet in my home..., If | were
invisible, If | could live/study abroad — where wou choose and why), and relating passive
voice to newspaper articles, historical and biogiegd writing and keeping a holiday diary
of the chores, preparations and happenings artwendinter holiday season. Resources for
grammar review are found in Kaleidoskop and arg@kumpented by online exercises and
materials adapted from teacher resources suchallddch zur deutschen Grammatik by
Rankin and Wells, Neue Kommunikative Grammatik bggper and McMahon and
information from college German department webs#specially Dartmouth College’s
German department website. A grammatical concegtbeajuizzed, but the ultimate test is
tied to student communication and assessed via @sitigns, speaking performance or
project-based learning.

Pre AP exam work:

Although AP aligned exam questions and promptsiseel throughout the year, the two
weeks immediately preceding the AP exam are edpefoaused, as exam situations are
simulated during class and after school and stgdanet given prior AP released exams.

Post AP exam work:

In the time period immediately after the AP exatagents are involved in other AP exams
as well. As a result, project based learning tgitese. Examples of mini-units include a
poetry recitation picnic, dubbing an excerpt of aie, an art project, designing and
delivering an instructional lesson in another cohteea of their interest (art, music, math,
science, etc.), translating a children’s book, andfeating and taping a public service
announcement or commercial in German.
