The Advanced Placement Spanish Language Examinatioot based on specific content

but instead attempts to evaluate levels of perfogeaan the use of the language, both in
understanding written and spoken Spanish an inngrdnd speaking with ease in correct
and idiomatic Spanish. The examination consistgiofsections. Section I, a multiple-
choice section, tests listening and reading conmgrglbn. Section Il, a free-response section,
tests the productive skills of speaking and writifie portion of the examination devoted to
each skill contributes toward the final AP gradddiews: Listening 20 percent, Reading 30
percent, Writing 30 percent, and Speaking 20 pérdérs allocation corresponds to
colleges’ emphasis on reading and writing in tlagivanced courses.

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:

In AP Spanish, the objective is to develop ancheethe skills that have been acquired in the
four previous levels. Emphasis is placed on voaayuevelopment, the comprehension of
spoken and written language, the accurate express$ioleas in speaking, writing and
cultural awareness. Functional language proficiendistening, speaking, reading, and
writing on an intermediate college level is the rseugoal.

Reading of Claims and Evidences (from the AP Céatrd AP Spanish Language Exam
Web sites) is an explanation of what the studerg®apected to know and be able to do on
the Exam, and how these skills will be evaluatedhagighed. During the first two weeks
opportunity to refresh and review their skills reyided, however after 2 weeks the class is
conducted in Spanisiome of the more complicated, compound-compleaicires
(imperfecto del subjuntivo) may require some cleaiion in English. Grades reflect the use
of Spanish in the class.

The students are required to complete extensivk duting the summer prior to the start of
the course. The assignments include short stodings, recording of new vocabulary in
their vocabulary journals, grammar review exergi§gmnish television, news web sites and
podcasts to report on current events and a pergmnalal with at least three entries per
week, detailing vacations, day trips, job experem@tc. Each day of the first week is
dedicated to familiarizing the students with thetems and items on the Exam and a review
of verb tenses. Students are required to purchbgmgual dictionary and a micro cassette
recorder used with Informal Speaking Simulated @osation and the Formal Oral
Presentation, which are graded.

No skill is practiced in isolation. A typical weekactivities will blend all four skills, reading,
writing, listening and speaking. Every Tuesday @&hdrsday students will rotate presenting
an oral summary of a topic which they have gottemfthe Internet and distribute the
document to the class. Themes include global wagntire new Secretary General of the
UN, the founding of the OAS, the background of B¢ and different aspects of US
Immigration Policy, especially as it relates to Mex Central and South America. The
students skim the article and as a group generstassion questions and add key words to
their vocabulary journals. The expectation is thét rich, sophisticated vocabulary will be
incorporated into their formal writing and oralkasOn Monday and Wednesday short news
clips from Univision are used for authentic inghgmatic vocabulary, writing and speaking.
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Students take notes on the broadcast and discdssoamment on the main theme and
supporting details. Key vocabulary is recorded thir vocabulary journals.

Every week a reading selection frékbriendo Paso Lecturais assigned. This text has the
multiple choice comprehension questions with thmeeséormat as the AP Exam and the
listening selection which accompanies each stonypdimnents the topic of the short story or
article. Students listen to the CD twice, howevena get closer to the Exam date they may
only hear the selection once to simulate test ¢mmdi. This format is followed for the
Informal and Formal Oral Practice also. The texkbalso has excellent vocabulary
enrichment activities to develop word family conti@es and synonyms. Every short story is
assessed through summary paragraph writing anctlidted listening selection. Every other
week students will be required to write a 200 wesday following the Formal Writing
format.
