7. Participate in seminars and discussions related to reading and interdisciplinary projects (PA Academic Std 1.6)
8. Develop self-assessment strategies to improve success as a learner and as a partner in interdisciplinary projects throughout the Academy program (PA Academic Std 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, 1.4, 1.7)

Emphasis is placed on developing goal-setting, teamwork and reflective work ethics.
