DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:

The purpose of this course is to integrate English, social studies, technology, and business through the investigation of the impact of economics, and science and technology on society.  Throughout the course students will read, discuss, debate and evaluate issues related to industry including:  industry progression, economics, impact of peace and war on growth and stability, and globalization of the economy.  Analytical and critical thinking skills will be stressed.  Students can expect oral presentations, projects, research questions, and online portfolio entries to vary based on the unit of study and student’s readiness, interest, and learning profile.
