LENGTH OF TIME: 

34 minutes, two times a six day cycle

NATIONAL MUSIC CONTENT STANDARDS

1. Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music

3. Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments

a) Students

b) improvise “answers” in same style to rhythmic and melodic phrases

c) improvise simple rhythmic and melodic ostinato accompaniments

d) improvise rhythmic/melodic variations/embellishments on familiar melodies

e) improvise short songs using a variety of sound sources

4. Composing and arranging music within specified guidelines

a) Students

b) create/arrange music to accompany dramatizations and readings

c) create/arrange short songs within specified guidelines

d) compose using a variety of sound sources

5. Reading and notating music

a) Students

b) read whole, half, dotted half, quarter, and eighth notes/rests in 2/4, 3/4, 4/4 meter signatures

c) use a system to read pitch notation in major keys (treble clef)

d) identify and interpret dynamic, tempo, and articulation markings when performing

e) use standard symbols to notate meter, rhythm, pitch, and dynamics in simple patterns presented by teacher

6. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music

a) Students

b) identify simple music forms (presented aurally)

c) move to, answer questions about, and describe music of different styles and cultures (presented aurally)

d) use appropriate terminology in discussions about musical events

e) identify sounds of different instruments and voices

f) respond through movement while listening to music

7. Evaluating  music and music performances

a) Students

b) develop criteria for evaluating performances and compositions

c) use appropriate music terminology to explain their personal preference for specific musical works and styles

8. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts

a) Students

b) compare/contrast vocabulary used in the various arts

c) identify the ways in which principles and subject matter of other disciplines are interrelated to those of music

9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture

a) Students

b) identify by genre/style music from various historical periods and cultures (presented aurally)

c) describe in simple terms the use of musical elements in music of other cultures

d) identify how and why music is used in a variety of ways in their daily life

e) identify and describe roles of musicians in various settings and cultures

f) demonstrate appropriate audience behavior for style of music being performed

PERFORMANCE ASSESSMENTS:

Students will demonstrate achievement of the standards by:

1. Performing (including singing, playing, verbalizing, and moving) various tempi and dynamic levels, and pitches high-low; upward and downward.    (NMCS 1b, 1e, 2a, 2e, 5c, 6b, 6c, 6e)
2. Comparing sections of music as being same and different through performing and listening.  (NMCS 1c, 2b, 2e, 6a)
